Preparation phase:

For decades, Gyongyods has been working to build international relations that can serve the interests
of cities, local organisations and local people. We have an excellent cooperation with our twin towns of
Targu Secuiesc (Romania), Luohe (China), Ringsted (Denmark), Zeltweg (Austria), Pieksamaki
(Finland), Sanok (Poland), Manisa (Turkey), Stip (Northern Macedonia). Unfortunately, the covid
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closures have made it difficult to keep in touch, and our common events are get more rare. In a
previous EU-funded project, a delegation from our city visited several cities in Slovenia and met the
leaders of Lendava, a city with similar characteristics. The similarities in geography, proximity and
historical heritage of the two settlements attracted interest, and a winning application was prepared
and submitted.

In the preparation phase so far, there have been only bilateral contacts between the participating
municipalities Gydngy6s and Lendava, but it has been extended to include Losonc (Slovakia) and
Sanok (Poland), Lodygowice (Poland). Now we think together, plan and get to know each other better.
Phone conversations, email correspondence, and zoom video discussions took place during the
project.
